Beavercreek Baptist Church Golf Scramble General Information and Rules

Locust Hills Golf Course

TEAMS

Teams will consist of either 3 or 4 members (men, women or a combination of men and women).  Teams with three members will still have four opportunities for each team shot taken during the scramble.  For teams of 3, an order will be established by the traditional “tee toss” before the round begins, and the person designated as Number 1 will be allowed two attempts for each shot taken (including putts) on holes 1, 4, 7, 10, 13, and 16; player Number 2 on holes 2, 5, 8, 11, 14, and 17; and player Number 3 on holes 3, 6, 9, 12, 15, and 18.  All other players will have a single attempt at each shot taken during the round.

FORMAT and PLAYING RULES

The format of play is a scramble.  Choose a team captain to keep the official team score and to make final decisions on choosing which ball to play.  Everyone on the team tees off (all men regardless of age use the blue tees, and women the women’s gold tees) and the best ball is chosen.  All other balls are picked up and the team hits their next shots from within one club length of the ball chosen (no closer to the hole).  Placing a tee a foot or so to the side of the best ball location is often helpful to mark the spot.  This continues all the way into the hole, including putts (ball placement for putts should be as close to the original best ball location as possible, so it is best to place a ball marker or tee several inches to one side of the best ball location to mark the spot).  Remember that teams with three players will have one player make two attempts at each shot on a particular hole (this should be very helpful during putting).  All putts must be holed out (no “gimmes”) and once a putt is holed, that is the score that is recorded (therefore it is best to continue to mark the closet ball to the hole and not hole out until all 4 attempts have been made for a given putt).  The team captain is responsible to record the team score on the scorecard.  The captain and one other team member will sign the official team card before turning in to Mike Gargas at the end of play.

Play shall be governed by USGA rules of golf and the rules of the course played with the following exceptions:  A player may improve the lie of his ball anywhere on the course.  A ball shall be improved with the HAND or golf club within a distance not greater than one club length with the ball no closer to the hole after improvement (you cannot move a ball from the rough to the fairway or from the rough to the fringe of the green or from the fringe to the putting surface). A ball in a sand trap may be improved with the HAND within a distance not greater than 12”.  Relief is to be granted from all man-made hazards (150-yard markers, garbage cans, etc.), but if a shot hits one of these, the shot counts as played.  The ball must be completely out of bounds or you are still considered in bounds.  If your best team ball is out of bounds, you will play your next ball anywhere on the line of ball flight as it went OB (drop point to be chosen by the captain) and a one stroke penalty is enforced. In case your best team ball is hit into a water hazard and declared lost, a one stroke penalty is enforced and the drop of a new ball is to the side of a lateral hazard (anywhere along the line of the ball flight) and the drop will be across a normal water hazard (e.g., you do not have to hit over a normal water hazard a second time, including par threes; the following holes come to mind for this special rule: Hole #2 on the Red Course and Holes # 11 and 13 on the Gold Course.  The drop zone is considered across and to the left edge of the water on these three holes). 

PRIZES

Prizes will be awarded for the following team and individual competitions:

· The team with the lowest gross team score and the team with the second lowest gross team score will win prizes.  Prizes will be awarded to each team member of the first and second place teams. If necessary, ties between teams will be broken by comparing scores on the most difficult holes (will use the “Most Difficult” designation on the scorecard) as follows: The number 1 “Most Difficult” hole scores will be compared.  If one team has a better score than the other, that team will be declared the winner.  If the scores are the same, the scores for the number 2 “Most Difficult” hole will be compared, etc., until a winner is determined.

· A Hole-In-One on Gold #18 will win $10,000, there will also be additional Hole-In-One prizes on Gold #7, Gold #9, and Gold #13 (see placard on tee box for description of prize).

· Men’s long drive on hole #2 of Maple  (Gold) Course (must be in fairway to count). 

· Women’s long drive on hole #4 of Maple (Gold) Course (must be in fairway to count). 

· Men’s closest-to-the-pin from the tee on hole #13 of Maple (Gold) Course.  The tee shot must be on the green or fringe of the green to count. 

· Women’s closest-to-the-pin from the tee on hole #9 of Maple (Gold) Course.  The tee shot must be on the green or fringe of the green to count. 

· There will also be door prize drawings following the awards presentations.  Each team member will need to put their name on a card that will be provided during the banquet and placed in a hat for the drawing of door prizes.

Note: A placard will be provided for each men’s and women’s long drive and closest-to-the–pin holes. If your ball is further than the previous best on the long drive hole (in the fairway) or if you are closer than the previous best on the closest-to-the-pin hole (on the green or fringe), add your name to the card on the placard and place in the ground at the location of your ball.  The last team to play these holes will be asked to bring the placards in to the banquet so the winners can be identified.

Note: For teams of 3, the person designated for 2 shots on the long drive or closest-to-the-pin holes can still play 2 shots all the way into the hole.  But, for the long drive and closest-to-the-pin prize competitions you have to use your first tee shot only, even if you choose to use your second shot for the team competition.

BANQUET 

A banquet and the presentation of prizes will be held in the pavilion at Locust Hills GC and will immediately follow the tournament.
