Is the Bible true?

In June issue of EC (which if you guys haven’t already picked up you need to!) they discuss the tough question “How can I know the Bible is true?”  This is a very important question that if left unanswered can damage your faith as a believer and your witness as a faithful follower of Christ.  Often when speaking to a friend, neighbor, or co-worker about the Bible we will use the phrase “The Bible says…” or “Because the Bible says so!”  While these phrases certainly carry weight in the church, our post-modern world rejects the premise that the Bible is true.  So to say what the Bible says or doesn’t say does not always yield the immediate results we are looking for.  Let me also say that, I don’t believe you will ever convince anyone to trust Jesus with facts.  If logic, reason, and facts were all it took to make someone surrender to Christ than the whole world would be Christian.  I never want you to think that if you memorize the right script, or use the right survey, or share the right bit of information then YOU will get them to believe.  It is the Holy Spirits job to convict people of truth, not ours.  All we are called to do is be a faithful witness.
So then you might be thinking “then why should I study or try to learn the answers to these tough questions?”  The answer is twofold.  First, knowing the answers will increase you faith.  Faith in some ways is blind, but you don’t have to give into the secular notion that only weak minded fools believe in God or Jesus.  The truth is that the Biblical narrative is the only logical explanation for the world we see today.  There is also tons of evidence to back up God’s Word.  Knowing these bits of truth can really help encourage us in our faith.  Second, the Holy Spirit can use truth to help remove the blinders from the lost person’s eyes.  Helping someone who is lost realize that they can’t stand on science or reason to discredit Christianity or God’s Word forces them to face the fact that they don’t have any excuses.  The Holy Spirit can use these truths (which we only have because of God in the first place) to convict the lost person of their need for Jesus.
